Cancer Does not just happen. Our body does not get a disease for a lack of a pharmaceutical drug. The prevention and cure of cancer is less complicated than the politics concerning cancer. We must intervene were governments have failed us. In doing so, we become public health ambassadors, and we are doing God’s work. 





Statistics:


Cancer rates were approximately 1 in 1,000 in 1900.


Cancer rates are now projected at 2 in 3 males, and 1 in 3 females.


Approximately 550,000 Americans died of cancer last year. The current rate is over a half million Americans. 


At the current grow rate, everyone will contract cancer in their life time by 2030


In one year, we loose more Americans to cancer than what we have lost in the last 100 years of war.


Approximately 1,500 people die from cancer each day in the USA.


In the next 2 to 3 years cancer deaths will exceed deaths from heart attacks.


Some rare child cancers are up over 400 % in the last 4 years.


Cure rates are grossly over exaggerated. Several well-known cancer treatment centers have been successfully sued for gross over exaggerations; cure rate for cancer are hardly any better than what is was 50 years ago.


The government has completed studies that indicate many common products used can cause cancer. 


Eighty percent (80 %) of scientist indicates that cancers are caused from exposures to chemicals or radiation.


Out of 33 industrialized nations studied by World Health Organization, America ranks at or near the bottom for health and birth defects. 





Politics:


The Nations Cancer Institute is the largest not of profit organization in the World.








1.  The first step is to eliminate exposures to all potential cancer causing agents. 


     (This will be the most difficult, but is cheaper and more pleasant than chemotherapy).


2.  The second step is to provide a balance of nutrition that the body requires to fight cancer and other diseases.


3.  The last step is to take specific nutrients that may be specifically noted to fight cancer and heart disease.
