One in two men, and one in three women are expected to contract cancer. Over a half million (500,000) Americans die of cancer each year, approximately 1,500 per day. It will soon pass the heart attach rate. Cancer rates are dramatically increasing, while survival from radiation and chemotherapy are hardly any better than they were 30 years ago.
